A EARN foi criada em 2007 por um grupo diverso de instituicdes africanas e europeias,
nomeadamente institutos de desenvolvimento e think tanks, com o objectivo de
promover o conhecimento, encorajar a cooperacao e o estabelecimento de parceiras
entre institutos de pesquisa nos dois continentes e melhorar a interac¢do entre o mundo
da investigac&o e os decisores politicos em questdes de interesse comum para a Africa e
para a Europa. Esta publicacéo € precisamente o resultado de um exercicio em rede e da
promogéo da troca de experiéncias e do dialogo através uma série de debates
organizados pelos membros da EARN, em parceria com outros peritos e institutos
europeus e africanos.

Através desta publicacdo, a EARN pretende realgar e chamar a atencédo para as
dimensbes politicas — nem sempre reconhecidas — das relagdes UE-Africa e mudar o
enfoque da analise, de Africa e dos problemas africanos para questdes globais de
interesse comum aos dois continentes. Apesar de ser publicada numa altura que
permite promover a discussdo em torno da 32 Cimeira UE-Africa, o relatorio aborda
questdes que véo para além do enquadramento e da extensdo temporal das Cimeiras.
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Beyond Development Aid: Political Dialogue on Global Issues of Common Concern
is the new publication of the Europe-Africa Policy Research Network. It is published at
the initiative of the three institutes in charge of the EARN Working Group on Global
Issues: the Institute for Strategic and International Studies (IEEI), the South African
Institute of International Affairs (SAIIA) and the European Centre for Development
Policy Management (ECDPM).
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EARN was created in 2007 by a group of diverse African and European institutions,
namely development institutes and think tanks, with the purpose of promoting
knowledge, encouraging co-operation and partnerships between policy research
institutes in Europe and Africa, and enhancing interaction between the world of policy
research and policy making on issues of common interest to Africa and Europe. This
publication is precisely the result of a networking exercise, promoting exchange and
dialogue through a series of debates organised by EARN members, in partnership with
other European and African institutes and experts.

With this publication, EARN intends to stress and bring the attention to the political
dimensions — not always acknowledged — of EU-Africa relations and shift the focus
from Africa and African problems into global issues of common concern. Although
timely targeted to promote such a discussion around the 3rd EU-Africa Summit, the
publication aims to deal with issues that go beyond the framework and time range of the
Summits.
