Costa Carras (1938-2022) was a visionary conservationist, an eminent historian and scholar as well as a distinguished businessman, a humanist, an idealist – a true Greek and a true European. For over 50 years, Costa Carras worked tirelessly in favour of Greece’s and Europe’s heritage to create a more sustainable, inclusive and beautiful world. 
The Costa Carras European Citizens Awards celebrate the legacy of this iconic champion of Europe’s shared heritage, and encourage citizens to engage in defence of the values he stood for. The Awards are presented annually to a European citizen, a group of individuals or a civil society organisation based in Europe
 for a successful and exemplary campaign to mobilise the public to save endangered heritage in their country or elsewhere in Europe. The winner of the Golden Award receives a monetary prize of €10,000 and a certificate. The winner of the Silver Award receives a monetary prize of €5,000 and a certificate.

The applications will be examined by a Jury composed of independent experts in the fields of culture, heritage and communication from various European countries. 

The presentation Ceremony of the Costa Carras European Citizens Awards will take place in the framework of the Delphi Economic Forum 2025  (9-12 April 2025), in the ancient city of Delphi, Greece.

The Costa Carras European Citizens Awards were launched in 2023 by EUROPA NOSTRA and ELLINIKI ETAIRIA. The founding partners of the Awards are the A.G. Leventis Foundation, the Delphi Economic Forum and the European Investment Bank Institute.
